11-12 ARE YOU 18 YEARS OLD? If you are you must register with selective service.  You can register up to 30 days before 
your birthday.  You are required by law to register.  By doing so you will be eligible for student loans and grants, job training 
and government jobs as well as avoiding a 5 year prison sentence and up to $250,000 fine.  Register at the post-office, drivers 
licensing facility, or on line at www.sss.gov. 
 

This program helps 
teen parents get education and training so they can take care of themselves and their family.  Students are expected to stay in 
school and earn a diploma.
